How to get to the Hotel Domus 
 

We suggest that you use public transportation. The 
ticket will be reimbursed. If you want to take a taxi up 

to € 20.00 will be reimbursed (receipts required). 
 
Arrival at Tegel Airport: 
- Take the public transport bus # 109 in front of the main 

entrance of the airport to Kurfürstendamm/Joachimstaler 
Strasse, then transfer to bus # 249 (direction Roseneck) to 
Pariser Strasse. The Hotel Domus is right across the street. 
Buy a regular ticket which allows for using the complete pub-
lic transport system for two hours; costs are € 2.00. 

- Take a taxi outside of gate 7 to the Hotel Domus, 
Uhlandstrasse 49, 10719 Berlin-Wilmersdorf. Costs are 
about € 15.00 per cab. 

 
Arrival at Tempelhof Airport: 
- Take the public transport bus # 119 in front of the main 

entrance of the airport to Joachimsthaler Strasse, then 
transfer to bus # 249 (direction Roseneck) to Pariser Strasse. 
The Hotel Domus is right across the street.  Buy a regular 
ticket which allows for using the complete public transport 
system for two hours; costs are € 2.00. 

- Take a taxi outside of the main hall to the Hotel Domus, 
Uhlandstrasse 49, 10719 Berlin-Wilmersdorf. Costs are 
about € 20.00 per cab. 

 
Arrival at Schönefeld Airport:

- Take the shuttle bus from the airport to the S-Bahn station 
Berlin Schönefeld. Transfer to the S-Bahn S 45 (direction 
Westend) to Heidelberger Platz, then transfer to bus # 249 
(direction Hertzalle) to Pariser Strasse. The Hotel Domus is 
right across the street.  Buy a regular ticket which allows for 
using the complete public transport system for two hours; 
costs are € 2.00. 

- Take a taxi in front of the main hall to the Hotel Domus, 
Uhlandstrasse 49, 10719 Berlin-Wilmersdorf. Costs are 
about € 50.00 per cab. 

 
Arrival at Railway Station Zoologischer Garten: 
- Take bus # 249 (direction Roseneck) to Pariser Strasse. The 

Hotel Domus is right across the street.  Buy a regular ticket 
which allows for using the complete public transport system 
for two hours; costs are € 2.00. 

- Take a taxi in front of the main hall to the Hotel Domus, 
Uhlandstrasse 49, 10719 Berlin-Wilmersdorf. Costs are 
about € 10.00 per cab.
